What is a Practical Nurse?

Practical Nurses (PN) provide patient care to the sick, injured,
convalescent, and disabled under the direction of physicians
and registered nurses. PN’s administer medications, perform IV
therapies, monitor and evaluate care needs, check vital signs and
perform procedures such as bathing, dressing, and wound care.
They also supervise the care delivered by the nursing assistants,
home health aides and medical assistants.

How Ilong does it take to complete the Practical Nursing program?
The PN program at Athena Career Academy takes one year to complete with
day classes and 16 months with evening classes.

Will I be licensed at the conclusion of the program?

Because of the high level of patient responsibility, nursing is highly regulated,
requiring both education and a license. Graduates must complete a state approved
practical nursing program and pass the National NCLEX-PN Nursing Board Exam.
The Board of Nursing regulates nursing education programs in Ohio that prepare
students for initial licensure as a PN. Athena Career Academy has been granted full
approval by the Ohio Board of Nursing for our program.

What types of courses are taught in the program?

Course work in the Practical Nursing program includes courses such as
anatomy/physiology, fundamentals of nursing, pharmacology, obstetrics, pediatrics,
medical/surgical nursing, geriatrics, IV therapy, and professional transitions.

A Clinical Medical Assistant (CMA) is capable of performing
a wide range of duties, for example taking medical histories and
recording vital signs, preparing patients for examination and
assisting the physician during the examination. These skills are so
vital that the Department of Labor lists medical assisting as one of
the fastest growing occupations.

Where do CMAs work?
CMAs work in a modern medical facility.

How long does it take to complete the program?

Athena Career Academy’s CMA program is approximately 800 hours of study
and is taught over a period of approximately 7 1/2 months plus an additional
6 week externship. The CMA program includes 640 hours of classroom and lab
participation along with a 160 hours externship experience in which the student
will be able to practice learned skills in a real-life working environment and closely
interact with the physician and health care team. Upon successful completion of
this course, students will receive a certificate of completion and will be eligible to
take the National Certification Exam.

What types of courses are taught in this program?

Courses include the fundamentals of medical assisting, anatomy and
physiology, psychological aspect of patient care, medical terminology, first aid and
emergency care.

When can you get started?
New classes start approx. every 6 weeks; however, all required documents
and out of pocket expenses must be submitted by the registration deadline.

PHLEBOTOMY

Athena Career Academy offers training as a phlebotomist.
We have included some of the most common questions
about our program!

What is a Phlebotomist?

Phlebotomists are allied health professionals who draw
blood from patients or blood donors for medical testing. They
can also prepare and process blood tests. Since blood work
is often the least favorite part of a trip to the doctor’s office,
it takes a skilled phlebotomist to know how to handle each
patient and situation.

Where does a Phlebotomist work?

Phlebotomists work in clinical laboratories, hospitals,
community health centers, nursing homes, doctor’s offices,
blood donation centers and other health care facilities. They
are usually supervised by a clinical laboratory technologist or
other medical professional.

What are the duties of a Phlebotomist?

You would be responsible for collecting blood samples from patients,
labeling them correctly and sending them off for analysis and testing. You will
need a calm and friendly manner with the ability to put patients at ease, and
it goes without saying that you don’t mind the sight of blood. Phlebotomists
must be extremely accurate and careful. In a busy facility, they may take
dozens of blood samples during a typical shift. They must be able to work under
pressure without sacrificing accuracy or safety. Fine motor skills are needed
to successfully insert a needle into a vein. Phlebotomists also must be well-
organized, with extremely good attention to detail.

What types of courses are taught in this program?
Courses include the fundamentals of phlebotomy, anatomy and
physiology, health and public safety, and diagnostic skills.

How long does it take to complete the program?

Athena Career Academy’s Phlebotomy program is approximately 180 hours
of study and is taught over a period of approximately twelve (12) to eighteen
(18) weeks. The Phlebotomy program includes 120 hours of classroom and 60
hours of lab participation. Upon successful completion of this course, students
will receive a certificate of completion and will be eligible to take the National
Certification Exam to become a Certified Phlebotomy.

To begin the application process to apply for aid, please follow the below
steps:

1. Find out your dependency status.
(Click HERE to read through the dependency status questions.)

2. Obtain an Electronic FSA ID.
(Create your FSA ID HERE.)

3. Have a copy of your and your spouse’s (if married and filed separately) 2022 Federal
Tax Return and/or your Parents (if dependent) 2022 Federal Tax Return on hand.
The FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) will ask you to link to the IRS
(Internal Revenue Service). This is an easier process to enter in tax income data on to
the application.

4. Locate any Investment Account Statements (stocks, bonds, UGMA/UTMA 529 plans,
business and farm records) if this applies.

5. Click HERE to fill out the FAFSA. Athena’s school code is: 041922

6. Complete online Entrance counseling and a Direct Subsidized/Unsubsidized Loan
Master Promissory Note (MPN) at studentloans.gov.
